DRAMAS MAY BE SUBMITTED IN THE FOLLOWING CATEGORIES 

1. COMEDY 
2. HISTORICAL 
3. MYTHOLOGY 
4. SOCIAL 
5. CONTEMPORARY

Group performances, i.e., dramas involving multiple cast members are encouraged. Performances by individuals (mono-
acting) are discouraged and will not be reviewed favorably. 

Note: High caliber dramas will be given preference  

1. All dramas must be in Kannada.   
2. Drama entries by youth are also preferred in Kannada.
